	Pre-Session
	Early Bird Attendees
Play music while attendees come in and find their seats
Decorate foldable workbook and create baseball hat using markers

	0-10
	Welcome and Introductions – Tale Me Out to the Ballgame
Begin with attention getter:  Batter Up!  (Presenter practicing hitting by swinging a few times and then hitting the ball and announcing a homerun!)
Introduce self by showing evidences of personal coached teams
Another idea:  divide into teams, name their team and have them introduce each other by passing around the baseball.  

Sing, “Take me out to the ballgame” and talk about how you may not get three strikes.  

Using their foldable workbooks, have participants go around and introduce themselves using the same format that was demonstrated by presenter.  Have them gather contact information so they can build a support system to contact others about questions they have about STAR Events.

	 Explanation of Workshop Objectives – The rules of the game
Place the objectives on the screen and review them with participants.
Introduce Tree with Post-its for questions at the end of the session.

	 Topic/Objective #1 – STAR Event Playbook (Secrets)
Go through and introduce the top secrets to starting and coaching a successful STAR Event team.  Have participants complete handout as they are discussed.

	Topic/Objective #2 – Incorporate into FACS classes – Build it and they will come

Using Matrix, show how each event can be aligned with National Standards.  Explain how this was done, so they can do it to their own state standards, as well.  Refer to High Schools That Work and how STAR Events adds rigor to the classroom.

	 Topic/Objective #3 – Including all members – the All-Star Team
THROW AWAY THE TEXTBOOK

Carrying on with the theme of incorporating into your FACS classes, host a local STAR Event contest.  

Demonstrate how projects can be adjusted to fit the modifications of events.  Inform them the steps they need to take to inform state and national of these modifications.  Emphasize the process, not the recognition.

	Topic/Objective #4 – Teaching Planning Process – Hit a Grand Slam or Strike Out
Using the index cards and workbook, teach them how to teach students the planning process.  Be sure to incorporate body signals and how to utilize it in another project like Power of One for guided practice.  Plan a STAR Event: Chapter Showcase Display.
