Introduction to Georgia FCCLA Competitive Events

Georgia FCCLA State Competitive Events will showcase individual proficiency and achievement in the knowledge of the Family and Consumer Sciences, Culinary, and Education.  These events will offer individual skill development and application of learning through individualization and competition. These events are not available at the Region Level and competitors will not be advancing to National Competition.

The Georgia FCCLA Competitive Events will recognize accomplishments in individual youth. The belief that everyone can be successful is the foundation of these events. Cooperation and competition are stressed in positive, constructive ways.  

State Events

Professional Foods– an individual or partner event (max 2 persons), recognizes participants who prepare and present a Professional Foods project.

General Requirements

All Georgia FCCLA Competitive Event participants must be State and Nationally affiliated members of an FCCLA chapter. Participants must register for and attend the entire State Leadership Conference to officially enter the competitive events. An individual member may participate in only one event in any given year.  Individual events evaluate one member’s performance. These events are not open to State STAR Events Competitors.

Registration

To register for the Professional Foods Event, you must first register the student for State Leadership 

Meeting and click on “Event” next to their name once they are added. You will then click “Professional Foods”. Event fee is $5.00.  Once registration has closed, you will receive additional information regarding the event.
State Recognition

All participants will receive a certificate of participation.  The following will be given to the top 3 individuals:

1st Place- $200

2nd Place- $100

3rd Place- $50
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Professional Foods
Professional Foods– an individual or partner event (max 2 persons), recognizes participants who prepare and present a Professional Foods project. The project will be presented as a display that includes a food presentation, a notebook for documentation, and a display board. 
Eligibility

1. Chapters may submit one entry into this event.

2. Participation is open to any Nationally affiliated FCCLA chapter member that has been, or is currently, enrolled in a Family and Consumer Sciences, Culinary, or Education program.

3.  Participants must be registered for the State Leadership Conference and may not participate in any other State STAR Event.

Procedures and Time Requirements

The student must adhere to the following format:

1. A notebook (with the progressive steps of the procedure), display board and project which meet all guidelines. 

2. A notebook that exceeds 10 pages (excluding: Table of Contents and Title Page) will receive a 5-point deduction.

3. Display board must show career opportunities and educational and skill preparation. The display board must have 3 adjoining sides and measure not more than 4’L x 4’W x 4’H.

a. Center – Name of State Event, Project Title, Student’s Name(s), and School
b. Left  - Education and Skills Preparation

c. Right – Potential Employers and Employment Sites

4. Maximum Project Size Requirements is 4’L x 4”W x 8’H.
5. Competitors will NOT be interviewed.
The Professional Foods displays will be set up on the first day of State Leadership Meeting from 2pm- 6pm. Displays may be picked up on the following day at registration.
